Row 6 (RS) Do not turn, draw up a loop
of B in 3rd ch of turning ch of previous
row, ch 1, sc in same ch, sc in next ch-1
Sp (turning ch-sp), *ch 1, sc in next ch-1
sp; repeat from * across to last dc, sc in
last dc; change to A in last st—9 sc and
6 ch-1 sps.

Do not fasten off B.

Rows 7-10 Repeat Rows 3—6.

Resulting gauge swatch should mea-
sure approx 4.25 x 4"/11 x 10cm. If
necessary, adjust hook size to obtain
correct gauge.
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split-dc (double crochet worked over

Drop but do not cut A. Color is changed
every round. Garry color not in use up
inside of piece until it is needed again.
Round 2 Join B with sc in same st as
join, *ch 1, sc in next dc; repeat from *
around, ch 1; join with sl st in first sc—12
sc and 12 ch-1 sps.

Round 3 With A, ch 2, dc in next ch-1 sp
(beginning ch-2 and following dc count
as first split-dc here and throughout), ch
1, dc in same ch-1 sp as 2nd leg of last

Round 6 With B, ch 1, *[sc in next ch-1
sp, ch 1] 3 times, (sc, ch 1, sc) in next
ch-1 sp, ch 1; repeat from * around;
join with sl st in first sc—30 sc and 30
ch-1 sps.

Rounds 20-24 With A, repeat Round 8
five times.

Fasten off A.
